According to a 15-point joint statement provided by Pakistan's Ministry of Foreign Affairs, representatives from those four countries — known as the extended troika — "spoke with top Taliban representatives on the sidelines" of that conference in Islamabad.  The extended troika "(e)xpressed deep concern regarding the severe humanitarian and economic situation in Afghanistan and reiterated unwavering support for the people of Afghanistan," and "(w)elcomed the international community's urgent provision of humanitarian assistance to Afghanistan and expressed grave concern at the potential for an economic collapse and significantly worsening humanitarian crisis and a new refugee wave."
